Ripley Alters
By-Pass Plan

Ripley’s city board agreed
Monday, but Henning's city
board refused, to join Gates
and Halls in giving up claim to
any of the additional 4% sales
tax sought for school improve-
ments in May 25th balloting.

Sales tax collections are di-
vided by city and county gov-
ernments, but county cities,
except Gates, have previously
waived their shares of sales
tax increases to finance school
improvements, since the cities
operate no schools.

Gates and Halls have voted
to waive their shares of the
proposed 4% increase if adop-
ted by voters. Gates limited its
waiver to ten years—the time
in which the school improve-
ment program is scheduled to
be completed without addi-
tional financing.

Ripley’s board stipulated
that the County Court and the
Board of Education agree in
writing that the plan would in-
clude a new elementary school
in Ripley.

“Henning was not even
mentioned in the plans,” Hen-
ning Mayor B. G. Graves said.

“Everything else has been

crammed down Henning’s
throat, and we're tired of it.”

In other business, the Ripley
board voted unanimously to
rescind a 4-2 vote for a High-
way 19 by-pass route near
schools and between two large
shopping centers on Highway
51 South.

REPORTS FROM WASHINGTON

During my series of “Open
Door Meetings™ held throughout
the Seventh District last sum-
mer, the single biggest com-
plaint I heard was the terrific
increases in the cost of elec-
tricity being charged the resi-
dents of the Tennessee Valley.
At that time, I called upon the
President’s Council en Wage
and Price Stability to conduct
a study focusing on coal prices
and the tremendous increases
in the price of coal during the
preceding 12 months.

Last week, the results of that
study were made available for
the first time, and I would like
to take this time to share with
you the general findings of
that study.

The report concludes that the
sharp increase in coal prices
resulted from an abnormal
surge in demand for coal which
is a product whose immediate
supply cannot be expanded rap-
idly. That surge was caused
by the quadrupling of the price
of imported oil which is con-
sidered, to a great extent, to
be a substitute fuel. In addi-
tion, another factor affecting
the price of coal was the near
panic buying of coal in antici-
pation of a coal miners’ strike
in November, 1974

These factors have a direct
impact on the costs of electri-

city which si generated, in our
area, through the burning of
coal in the Tennessee Valley
Authority steam generated tur-
bine plants. The report does
point out that the extremely
high price of coal has declined
somewhat from its November,
1974 peak price but it also con-
cluded that these high prices
resulted in sharp increases in
coal company profits during
1974 and 1975.

For the future, the Council’s
study predicted a favorable out-
look for coal prices during the
next decade. The report states
that good prospects exist for
stable coal prices and to some
extent, even declining prices in
some parts of the country. That
outlook, however, is contingent
upon the development of this
country’s vast western coal re-
serves. Any sizeable develop-
ment of those reserves should
place substantial downward
pressure on coal prices accord-
ing to the report.

What this means to the aver-
age homeowner is that electric
bills should have receded some-
what from the outrageous lev-
els of last August. For the fu-
ture, it should offer some en-
couragement for more stable
prices and hopefully some re-
ductions in electric rates, TVA

Though these reports from
the Council on Wage and Price
Stability and the Tennessee
Valley Authority offer some
promise and paint somewhat of
a rosy picture, I still receive
reports from constituents of un-
usually high electric bills. Ap-
parently, this is a complaint
received by a great many mem-
bers of the House of Represent-
atives.

As a result, new hearings
have begun in the Subcommit-
tee on Energy and Power on
several pieces of legislation

‘that have been introduced to

reform electric utility rates and
regulations. These hearings,
which began April 2nd, are
based on the Electric Utility
Rate Reform and Regulatory
Improvement Act introduced by
the Subcommittee’s Chairman
John Dingell, of Michigan.

I look forward to reviewing
the results of these hearings
and studying the legislation that
is sure to come from them.
Such action is long overdue and
certainly necessary if consum-
ers are to receive some relief
from the terrifically high elec-

tric bills of the past year.

Lesson for May 16, 1976

Background Scripture:

Joshua 24:1-18: Romans 12,
Devotional Reading;

Psaims 24

“But Mother, all the kids are
doing it!"

Children have been saying those
words or their equivalents from
the beginning of time. The pres-
sure to conform to alien standards
and values is a perennial prob-

lem for both
children and
parents. The un-
derlying reason
is usually the
same for both;
for all we say
about the im-
portance of in-
dividuality, few

to be different if
our acceptance by others is likely
to be at stake.
The world’s mould

The child is afraid that if he or
she is different in any way. accep-
tance by peers will be endangered,
Thus, although vouth and adoles-
cence is a time when children
are struggling for independ-
ence and individuaiity, the pres-
sures to conform are powerful and
often override all other consid-
erations,

The parent, on the other hand. is
often fearful of being *‘different”

-—

from other parents. The parent is
strongly tempted to give in and g0
along witin something to which he
or she is normally opposed. Once
again, the root cause is an over-

wiiwlming desire for acceptance.
He not only wants to “keep up with
the Jonses,” but often wants to get
ahead of them!

Although it has been a long-
standing problem for the family,
It is particularly significant to-
diav, Qur childven want to look a-
hke. sound alike. think alike
and be alike—all of this often in
the name of achieving their own
individuality’

So. very often the key to family
values and ‘morals is not the
quest:on of whether something is
"right or wrong””, but whether
“Everybody elseis doing it

Although Paul wasn't thinking
specifically of the family, he was
nevertneless addressing himself
to this problem in Romans 12
He knew of the tremendous pres-
sures upon Christians to conform
o the values and practices of
others. Thus, he writes: “And be
not conformed to this world. but
be transformed by the renewal
of vour mind’* (12:2),

Let Christ remind us

I like the J. B. Phillips trans-
lation of that verse: “Don’t let
the world around you squeeze vou
into its mould. but let God remake
you so that vour whole attitude of
mind is changed.” Thus, the
Christian—particularly the Christ-
lan family—is constantly in a
struggle to maintain a Christian
identity. The world attempts to
mould us, our ideas. our attitudes.
our values. but we must resist that
pressure. So, instead of letting the
world put its mark upon us. we are
called by Christ to place our
mark—the mark of Christ—upon
the world. As our own lives are to
be moulded from within by the
power of Christ, so we are to let
that same power work through us
and mould the life of the world
around us. Thus, the power of

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School Chairman
Says Need Acute

Board of Education chairman
Jack Crutcher, of Ripley, says
the board’s propesed building
program i8 a compromise—‘‘a
settlement by arbitration or by
consent reached by mutual con-
cessions” —between the school
needs of the county and the
county’s ability to pay. '

“Like all compromises,” he

adds, “it has some good and bad
points,
“The ideal solution would be to
begin construction on the new
school In Halls and the new
:&chool in Ripley simultaneous-
y.

“The school board was told
that such an expenditure at one
time (approximately $3,317.000)
was beyond the county’s ability
to finance and that we needed to
come cloger to a pay-as-vou-go
concept.

“So the board and the building
committee of the county court,
after many meetings, decided to
go first with the school in Halls
because it had been condemned
by the state fire marshal and, in
simple terms, ‘would fall down
first.’

“Thus a plan in three stages
was set up. In a simplified
version:

“Stage I—School in Halls for
700 students and the addition of
some rooms to the Central and
Ripley Middle Schools.

“Stage II—Elementary school
in Ripley on new site for 1,400
pupils and the addition of two
rooms at Curve, if still needed.
Upon completion of this 1,400
pupil school, the Ripley Middle
School building would be com-
bined administratively with the
present Junior High to form a
junior high school complex of
grades 7, 8, and 9, which would
offer band and vocational educa-
tion not presently available.
Grades 7 and 8 from Henning,
Arp, Central, and Curve would
be brought into this junior high,
which would relieve the sardine-
like overcrowding in most of
these schools, :

“Stage III—Bring all the re-
maining schools up to the mini-
mum standards of the State
Board of Education.

“Population changes may dic-
tate some adjustment as the
plan progresses.

“For some six years, we have
been trying to get a school build-
ing program underway. Each
year, as we have delayed, the
cost due to inflation has become
greater. ,

“This plan was hammered out
by the school board and the
county court’s building commit-
tee after much discussion and
several visits to other school sys-
tems.

“All buildings would be de-
signed so that additions could
easily be made.

“Some of the more glaring de-
ficiencies which need to be cor-
rected in the schools are:

“Halls—Four classes in tem-
porary buildings, two classes
in dressing rooms, one class in
store-room; state fire marshal
declares building occupied by
Junior High to be dangerous.

“Arp—Four classes in tempo-
rary buildings; serious roof leak-
age; 100 kindergarten children
being taught in the gymnasium
area by some teachers who are
doing an outstanding job under
almost impossible conditions:
450 students.

“Central—Major renovation
is needed; no gymnasium area.
as classes must be held in this
space.

“Ripley Kindergarten—State
fire marshal condemns as un-
safe holding classes on a second
floor level with stairs for exits.

“Ripley Primary—Ten classes
being held in temporary build-
ings; cannot use the gymnasi-
um, as classes and library area
occupy this space; two classes
held in rooms behind the stage:
will cost more to bring the build-
ing up to the minimum stan-
dards of the state than to cen-
struct a new building: 550 stu-
dents.

“Ripley Middle—Four classes
in temporary classrooms: no
gymnasium, as four classes and
the library now housed in this
area; holding one class in dress-
ing room and one class in store-
room; 600 students.

“Ripley High—Building de-
signed for 1,000 students now
has 1,300,

“This is not a complete list of
our deficiencies, but surely it is
enough to show our acute needs.

“Buildings do not make an
educational program, but teach-
ing under these conditions, our
teachers cannot do their best,
and we do have some very ded-
icated teachers in our system.
teachers we are fortunate to
have.

“The school board meets reg-
ularly the second Thursday of
every month at 7:30 p.m. in the
court-house, and we would wel-
come all citizens who care to at-
tend and contribute to our busy
and sometimes vigorous discus-

sions.”
