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Joyous bells heard this Chnstmas !

* exvenence Chnstmas with all of
our senses, enjoying the evocative fra-
grance of evergreens, the bright colors
of the decorations festooned every-
‘where, the haunting, spicy flavor of
freshly baked cookies.

The traditional glass balls hung from
the tree have a particular feel to them,
smooth and cool to the fingertips, and
markedly in contrast to the roughness
of bark or the stinging prick of pine
needles.

But, most of all, we hear Christmas
in a myriad of ways—the joyful car-
ols, the laughter of children as the hol-
iday excitement builds, and the ring-
ing of bells...everywhere, the ringing
of bells. ‘

Just walk downtown, and listen to
the bells rung by the Santas posted at
every street corner. Their bells serve as
a reminder, not only of the season’s
pleasures, but of the season’s spirit—
the importance of giving to those less
fortunate than we are.

Merry little bells decorate Christmas
stockings and hang from tree branches,
tinkling every time the tree is touched.
And, great, sonorous bells call the
faithful to prayer, their ringing adding
an important top note to the C hmtmas
tableau.

Like so many other aspects of the
Christmas season, bell-ringing has
ancient roots. During many pre-
Chnistian mid-winter celebrations, bells
were rung because it was believed that
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the joyous ringing after midnight has
struck, to mark the day of Christ's
birth,

An eerie folk story of Christmas
bell-ringing comes from the French
region of Brittany.

According to this tale, a black-
smith chose to ignore the bells
which rang for Midnight Mass on
Christmas Eve and, despite the
sacred nature of the evening. contin-
ued with his work.

He was interrupted by a customer, an
old, crooked man carrying a broken
scythe, which he asked the smith to
repair. This the blacksmith did. not
knowing that the old man was the per-
sonification of Death, and his scythe
the tool he used for his work.

By dawn of Christmas Day, the
blacksmith was dead. a victim of his
own blasphemy. for by working on
such a holy day he had grievously

flouted its sanctity.

Church bells were not the only bells
associated with traditional Christmas
celebrations. In many communities,
carolers were accompanied by hand
bell-ringers when they made their
rounds.

In other communities, bell-ringers
donned masks and went from door to
door on Christmas ‘Eve. These bell-
ringers, called Belsnickles, were often
repaid with a plate of cookies, also
called Belsnickles, a recipe for which
{reproduced from Mimi Sheraton'’s

BELSNICKLES .. -+
/2 cup (s pound) melted unsalt-
I cup sugar ety
1  whole egg
2 egg yolks
1 to 1'/; cups four
'/ teaspoon baking soda
Pinch of salt
Granulated sugar, for sprin

Pour butter over sugar and beat until
creamy. Add eggs and beat well..Sift
flour twice with baking soda and salt.
Resift gradually into butter mixture,
adding only enough flour to make a
dough you can roll. Beat thoroughly
until mixture holds together. Chill sev-
eral hours. Roll out to paper thinhess

on a lightly floured board. Cut into |-
inch rounds, sprinkle liberally with

granulated sugar and place on a bui-
tered baking sheet. Bake in preheated
400° oven for 8 to 10 minutes, or until
faintly golden around the edges.

WM enjoyin the evocative fra-
- grance of evergreens, the bright colors
of the dchio'r‘mons festooned every-
‘where, the haunting, spicy flavor of
freshly baked cooheﬁ

The traditional glass balls hung from
the tree have a particular feel to them,
smooth and cool 10 the fingertips, and
markedly in contrast to the roughness
of bark or the stinging prick of pine
needles.

But, most of all, we hear Chmtmas
in a myriad' of ways—the joyful car-
ols, the laughter of children as the hol-
iday excitement builds, and the ring-
ing of bells...everywhere, the ringing
of bells. |

Just walk downtown, and listen 1o
the bells rung by the Santas posted at
every street corner. Their bells serve as
a reminder, not only of the season’s
pleasures, but of the season's spirit—
the importance of giving to those less
fortunate than we are.

Merry little bells decorate Christmas
stockings and hang from tree branches,
tinkling every time the tree is touched.
And, great, sonorous bells call the

faithful to prayer, ther ringing adding

an important top note to the C hmtmas
tableau.

Like so many other aspects of the
Christmas season, bell-ringing has
ancient roots. During many pre-
Christian mid-winter celebrations, bells
were rung because it was believed that
repeated loud noise would drive away
the lurking evil spirits that caused the
frightening phenomenon of winter, and
ensure the rebirth of life which
occurred in spring.

Early Christians believed bells to
have powers over their physical well-
being as well as their spiritual health,
s0 much so that in the early centuries
A.D. priests regularly blessed bells
before they were hung in the church
steeple.

Even after being taken down and
buried (in wartime, for instance),
church bells can still be heard ringing
on Christmas Eve. according to legend,
at least by true believers.

In medieval times, the church bells
were rung to announce Christ’s
redemption of the world. And, in parts
of England, church bells would ring
each morning for three days before
Christmas as a reminder -of that holi-
day’s approach.

One English custom, still practiced
in some localities even today, is Tolling
the Devil's Knell, also called The Old
Lad’s Passing Bell, which occurs on
Christmas Eve. y

The sonorous sounds of church bells
ringing the Devil’s Knell—a death
knell, because folklore holds that the

Devil died at Christ’s birth—precede

struck, to mark the day of Christ's
birth,

An eerie folk story of Christmas
bell-ringing comes from the French
region of Brittany.

According to this tale, a black-
smith chose to ignore the bells
which rang for Midnight Mass on
Christmas Eve and, despite the
sacred nature of the evening. contin-
ued with his work.

He was interrupted by a customer, an
old, crooked man carrying a broken
scythe, which he asked the smith to
repair. This the blacksmith did, not
knowing that the old man was the per-
sonification of Death, and his scythe
the tool he used for his work.

By dawn of Christmas Day, the
blacksmith was dead. a victim of his
own blasphemy. for by working on
such a holy day he had grievously

flouted its sanctity.

Church bells were not the only bells
associated with traditional Christmas
celebrations. In many communities,
carolers were accompanied by hand
bell-ringers when they made their
rounds.

In other communities, bell-ringers
donned masks and went from door to
door on Christmas ‘Eve. These bell-
ringers, called Belsnickles, were often
repaid with a plate of cookies, also
called Belsnickles, a recipe for which

Since President Bush an-
nounced the second call-up of
selected reserves and National
Guard troops a few weeks ago,
numerous constituents have con-
tacted our offices to inquire about
the re-establishment of the draft.

In most cases, questions about the
draft are accompanied by ques-
tions about why reserve/guard
call-ups are necessary when they
weren’t in the Vietnam years.
First, the mihtary services
adopted the Total Force concept
in the early 1970s. This approach
to military force structure simply
said that the Guard and Reserve
were to become an integral part

*Ts The

of the active force. For example,
some active Army divisions have
only two brigades instead of the
usual three. The remaining
brigade needed to bring the divi-
sion to full strength is a National
Guard brigade.

Other examples are the sup-
port forces needed by active
forces. 67% of the Army’s water
purification capability is in the
Guard and Reserves as is 70% of
its medical support. Other exam-
ples abound. The point is that
Guard and Reserve units now
play an important role in our
nation’s ability to sustain military
forces.

NEW CONGRESS TO FACE BIG DECISIONS

Next week, on January 3, the
102nd Congress will be sworn-in.
As is traditionally the case, that
day will be one which symbolizes
a new beginning. The convening
of a new Congress every two
years requires a reorganization of
all the committees, the election of
the leadership, and the introduc-
tion of new legislation or the re-
introduction of legislation which
was not acted upon in the previ-
ous term of Congress.

Usually, the Congress gets
sworn-in and then adjourns to
await the President’s State of the
Union message later in the
month. That is expected to be

= different this year.

American military forces are
deployed in the Middle East. The
United Nations has imposed a
January 15 deadline for Praq to
comply fully with the numerous
resolutions it has passed calling
for lraqi withdrawal from
Kuwait.

It is under those conditions
that a new Congress will convene
less than two weeks before a pos-
sible outbreak of hostilities.
Given the explicit Constitutional
responsibility of the Congress
regarding declarations of war,
it is prudent that Members of
the House and Senate be pre-
pared to confront a difficult sit-
uation.
