Christene Anderson, exten-
sion agent, Lauderdale County,
recommends that care be taken
in using products for their in-
tended purchase. Users should
read and follow label directions.

The "no -substitute" rule de-
tergents, which come in liquids
and granular versions, are for-
mnulated for specific uses, such
as laundry, hand -washing and
automatic dishwashing.

The suds, created by using a
laundry and hand dishwashing
detergent in a dishwasher, inter-
fere with the mechanical action
of the dishwasher. Tile water
action, iiccessamy for effective
cleaning, is smothered, in addi-
tion to extra suds spilling out
onto the floor, creating a mess
and safety hazard.

I -Land disliwashing deter-

gents are not formulated for
washing machines, or for floors,
because they are too high sud-
sing. After lautidering, clothes
may contain a residue that

makes them look dingy, and
when used on floors, the resi-
dues makes floors slippery.

Wiping kitchen surfaces
with a sponge provides an in-
viting environment for bacteria.
The average kitchen sponge
harbors 7.2 billion bacteria.

harmful niicro-organismns

multiply when there is moisture,
when a surface is very easy for
bacteria to cling to, amid when
there is a steady supply of nutri-
ents, which food scraps provide.

Bacteria can survive for
days, even weeks, in a sponge,
and can spread around the
kitchen as surfaces are wiped.
Sponges and disheloths should
be washed frequently in the hot
cycle of the washing machine.

Using clean paper towels to
help prevent spread of germs is
a good tip to follow.

Laundering is a good way to
remove poison ivy residue from
clothing, it is best to wear
gloves and wash contaminated
clothing separately, so the poi-
son ivy residue will not spread
to other clothing.

Using soap and water imme-
diately to wash any body areas
that have had contact with the

contaminated clothing, will
usually prevent a rash from de-

veloping.

Crappie Tip Smorgasbord By

Go slow. Not sure what the fish
want? Vary your retrieve speeds
but concentrate on 'slow.' A slow,
steady retrieve is difficult to beat
when crappie are finicky.

To slowdown your presenta-
tions: use a minnow or jig under a
float; when casting add an offset
spinner to your jig; use a light
weight jig; simply slow your
retrieve; vertical jig.

Jig color. I hate to mention jig
colors because so many fisher-
men haven't learned that the best
color is obviously red/chartreuse.
Some fishermen are narrow
minded about this. They catch
thousands of fish on black/white;
green/chartreuse or some other
color so they refuse to accept my
choice of the ultimate color:
red/chartreuse.

Seriously, there is no one 'best'
color. Water color, light penetra-
tion and unknown factors play a
part in what color a fish can see
best and what colors will trigger a
strike. My suggestion: start with
your favorite color; switch to a
lighter shade and then to a darker
shade until you learn their prefer-
ence.

Rule of Thumb: light colors in
bright light andlor clear water;
dark colors in dark water.

The channeJ highway. Fish
use channels like people use high-
ways. A crappie can navigate bet-
ter when having good landmarks.

Therefore, fall crappie will likely
move from the deep water homes
of summer along a primary river
channel, to a creek channel inter-
secting the primary channel and
then up the
creek chan-
nel to shal-
low and mid -

depths.
Winter will
move the fish
in reverse
order until
they get back
to the com-
fortable
depths of
deep water.

What's in
it for you?
Learning the travel routes of crap-
pie allows you to intersect them
no matter what season you are
fishing.

Run -and -gun in the fall.
Crappie move to shallow and
middle -depths as soon as water
starts cooling in early fall. The
fish are aggressive and on the
move for baitfish. Don't stay in
one sport for more than a few
minutes. Keep searching until you
find the active crappie.

Use the right hooks. My sug-
gestion is the Eagle Claw Extra -
Light wire hooks. They will defi-

nitely help you
catch more fish.

The extra light
wire hook is
super -sharp for
more hook-ups.
The lighter wire
lets you pull your
hook from a

hang-up even
with line as small
as eight -pound
test so you're
back to fishing
without having
to re -tie. The

light wire is easier for the minnow
to pull around so your minnow
has more action. Also, the light
wire does less damage to the min-
now meaning more action and
longer minnow life.

It's amazing something as sim-
ple as a smaller diameter wire
hook can give you many advan-
tages. Check your hooks often
and change them as soon as they
get dull.

Don't forget wood just
because you fish deep water. fish-
ing in 15 to 30 feet of water is a
great depth in many lakes for
crappie. However, they still want
wood. It provides protection and

an ambush spot.
Use a slip -float in middle

depths and deep water. A minnow
under a slip -float allows you to
keep the bait in the strike zone,
float the bait just above cover and
use the wind and/or current to
slowly drift the bait through an
active area. A slip -float is simple
and very productive.

Don't forget the scent. Use
scent with any slow jig presenta-
tion. You'll catch more fish. I like
Crappie Nibbles but there are
many other good choices. My the-
ory: I've proven that it helps catch
more fish in many situations so I
use it all the time whether I need
it or not. You can use the real stuff
by tipping with a minnow or wax
worm. They work great but are a
pain to use compared to the paste
scents.

Locator controls are there for
a reason. It's true that most loca-
tors work well on AUTO (the fac-
tory settings that control the unit
when you turn it on and start fish-
ing). However, you can get more
detail and match it to your fishing
by going to manual control.

Settings often used by crappie
fishermen are the sensitivity,
depth and zoom. By changing the
sensitivity from zero to plus -two,
you immediately see more detail.
Smaller fish and baitfish can be
seen along with more bottom
structure.

Locking the depth range you
want will keep the screen from
switching back and forth between
ranges. The switching is annoying
and you loose detail when at a set-
ting that's too deep.

Zoom magnifies what you need
to see. For example, when fish are
at 15 feet, locking your zoom for
10 to 20 feet amplifies that range.
You get a magnified view of those
depths letting you see more detail
and fish.

Stick to basics. I get to field-
test many items so it's easy to get
excited about different products.
This is okay except it can get me
away from the basics. Too many
choices cloud my thinking.

Example. I use the clear plastic
Piano boxes (approximately
2x8xl3 inches) so I can separate
types of baits. I have tube jigs in
one box, minnow rigs & floats in
another, Grizzly Jigs in one , and
so on. I do better when I take my
minnow rig box and one or two
jig boxes. I'm less likely to switch
baits all the time when I'm con-
centrating on fishing rather than
on what kind of 'trick' bait I can
try next.

This jig should be illegal

It was one of those mornings in mid March

when the wind was out of the north, the

barometer high and stable,
and sky clear blue. A morning
from experience you would
guess the fish were well hid-
den and would probably stay
that way most of the day. My
close friend and fishin buddy
for the day you know in the
Kennett, Missouri area as Mr.
Harold Blocker retired from
teaching school at Deering,
Missouri and known to me
and my friends around the
Little Rock Air Force Base
Area as Lt. Col. Harold
Blocker retired from the
Arkansas Air National Guard.
We had finished our traditional southern
breakfast of biscuits, homemade milk gravy,
scrambled eggs, and coffee and were preparing
to head down to the boat house for a day of
fishing when Harold produced a white plastic
container of wax worms and a couple of cards
of Grizzly's "Little Otis" Jigs. He mentioned
we might give these a try if fishin slowed
down sometime during the day.

During the early spring before the water is
warm enough for the bream to start spawning
on Lake Conway, Arkansas, we do well fishin
down through heavy brush piles, unfortunately
a few years back while the lake had been
drawn down, many of the residents of the lake

cleaned up the lakebed around their docks
thereby eliminating many of the bream hang-

outs. On this morning, we
pulled up to our favorite fishin
hole and started with our usual
red wigglers and a soft blue
hook with a split shot place
right above actually touching
he eye of the hook. Things
were going okay catching a few
nice gills and after about an
hour had passed I remembered
the jigs and wax worms and
commented I thought I would
give the new rig a try. Next
thing you know I was catching
nice bream as fast as I could put
them in the ice chest. We fin-
ished before 11:00 AM with a

hundred large bream. My comment to Harold
about this new technique of fishin with a jig
was, "l'his jig should be illegal." I later found
these Grizzly jigs worked well on crappie,
apparently it descends slower than traditional
lead head jigs and fish love to grab it as it falls.

Three truths to pass on to your fishin bud-
dies.

1. Best time to fish is when you can.
2. If you are not getting hung up, you are

fishin in the wrong place.
3. Don't be afraid to try a new technique.

Fall at Reelfoot! What a time to be
huntin' bass. The cypresses have a rusty,
red glow in the clear autumn sunlight. The

pads are browning out and slowly disinte-
grating.

Waterfowl ifights pass overhead with
anticipation of colder months close
behind. Pelicans, by the hundreds, make a
stop on their annual migration from the
Great Lakes to the Gulf.

Bass are gorging to fatten themselves for
winter. There is so much anticipation in the
air and so much activity on the water.

Lets narrow the field so you can have a
memorable Fall Bassin' adventure.

Factors to consider: Water temperatures
- 60 to 70 degrees is ideal: Water color -

clear; Forage base - minnows, thousands
of them; Cover - trees, logs and pads.

An ideal day would be the day before a
front with a Southern breeze, not as strong
wind as in the spring. Lets start on the
south shore, all around the lake from the
Champy's Pocket area to Samburg. This
cypress lined shore is probably the #1

choice for fall bassin'. There is shade, lots
of cover and once you get to Sportsmans
there is good water depth. beginning in
late summer, hordes of minnows congre-
gate along this area and attract loose

schools of large mouth. A quarter ounce
tandem, willow spinner bait is about all
you need to catch them.

Put your trolling motor on cruise and hit
the outsides of trees, usually shady side
until you catch a fish, then slow down and
work the area thoroughly.

Start on the outer trees and gradually
cast further back into knee depth water. At
this time that will be from 3 to 5 feet at the
outer edge of the tree line. Bigger bass
usually come from the outside or deeper
part of the tree.

Don't overlook the row of trees out from
Bo's Landing. Cypress Point has two
excellent rows of trees that hold fall bass.

State and private piers are also good
holding areas. If the weather is fairly
warm, a white buzz bait can be good even
in the mid -day, for the shade will hold for
many hours. If you happen to encounter a
slow bite, switch to a quarter ounce
black/blue jig with either a blue or char-
treuse trailer.

In any case, don't spend a lot of time in
an area until you catch a fish.

Logs will hold schools of minnows.
Seems like every leaning log in Reelfoot
will have them and several bass may be
under that log. I once caught five off the

same log and that is not unusual. The same
baits apply, but I would add a white shal-
low running, square -lipped crank bait to
the mix. Sometimes this style crank bait
bouncing off a shallow log will trigger
reluctant fish.

Pads - my favorite. As the season pro-
gresses, float pads called "bonnets" will
begin to deteriorate leaving holes in the
leaf. The part near the stem will be like a
cup and for some reason, minnows will be
holding in this "cup." It does not take a
genius to realize this "cup" of minnows is
just right for Mr. bucket mouth.

As you slowly cruise the dying pad
fields watch for action, then cast your lure
past the strike zone and drag it over the
area of commotion. Another lure to add to
the arsenal is a chrome, white skirt Rex
spoon with a chrome spinner. This can be
reeled up onto the pad and stopped. Many
times the bass will attack up through the
pad, In any case this spinner spoon can be

used all around the pad field with good
success.

If you observe schooling bass, which
you will, any of the above baits can be
deadly. The greatest advantage of all is that
you will be almost alone on this most
beautiful of natures creations. The peace

Computerized Placement Assessment & Support System

(COMPASS) Test

The Computerized Placement Assessment & Support System (COM-
PASS) test measures competency in reading, writing, and mathematics. While
you cannot fail the COMPASS test, your performance will determine if College
Preparatory courses will increase your chances for success. For more information
including testing dates, times, and locations, call (731) 286-3355.

If you are required to take the COMPASS test or any portion of it and are
placed in the College Preparatory Program, you must enroll in and complete the
designated courses in sequence.

ConfidentialIty of Student Records
DSCC regards a student's academic record as confidential. The release

of information contained in the record is governed by Federal Law, known as the
Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA). Directory information such
as the student's name, address, telephone listing, e-mail address, date and place
of birth, major field of study, participation in officially recognized activities and
sports, weight and height of members of athletic teams, dates of attendance,
degrees and awards received, and the most recent previous educational agency
or institution attended by the student will be released unless the student has asked
DSCC to withhold such information. If you do not wish directory information
released, please provide written notification to the Office of Admissions and
Records.

The law does provide for the release of information to authorized college
personnel, other institutions engaged in research (provided information is not
revealed to any other parties), and certain federal and state government officials.

If you have questions concerning the provisions of this act, contact the
Director of Admissions and Records.

Cost of Attendance at DSCC
While the cost of attendance for 2002-2003 is not available at the time of

printing this schedule, the fees for 2001-2002 can be used as a guideline. During
the 2001-2002 academic year, all students whether residents or non-residents of
Tennessee, paid a maintenance fee of $64 per semester hour riot to exceed $744
per semester. There is also a $5 facilities assessment fee for all students and a
$3 student activity fee for students enrolling in seven or more hours per semester.
A Technology Access Fee is assessed based on the number of credit hours in
which the student enrolls. The fee varies from $40 for three credit hours to $50
for four credit hours to $62.50 for five or more credit hours. Fees are subject to
change at any time by action of the Tennessee Board of Regents. For students
who register after the first day of class, there is a $10 Late Fee.

Tuition is charged to students who are not residents of Tennessee except
for residents of Pemiscot and Dunklin Counties in Missouri and Mississippi County
in Arkansas. In addition to the maintenance fees listed previously, students who
are classified as out-of-state for fee -paying purposes must pay $257 per semes-
ter hour, not to exceed $2229 per semester. As with other fees, the amount of
tuition is subject to change.

Mlui Courses
To drop a course, you must complete a Change of Registration form and

follow the procedures listed on the form. Forms may be obtained in the Office of

Admissions & Records or from your academic advisor or at the Gibson and Tipton

County Centers. A student is not officially dropped from a course until this form is

processed in the Office of Admissions & Records. Failure to comply will result in

a grade ofU Please refer to the Academic Calendar in this schedule for dead-

lines to drop.

Tennessee Board of Regents policy prohibits students from dropping

courses in the College Preparatory Program (developmental studies). Under

extenuating circumstances, however, a course may be dropped with the approval

of the advisor and the Director of the College Preparatory Program.

Courses may be dropped without a grade through approximately the first

two weeks (14 calendar days beginning with the first day of class). After this time,

a grade of "W" is given if the course is officially dropped.

DroppIng Courses Vs. Complete WIthdrawal from the College

If you are enrolled in only one course and do not want to remain in that course

or if you wish to withdraw from all courses, a Permission to Withdraw form must be

obtained and appropriate signatures obtained. Forms are available in the Office of

Admissions & Records and the Gibson and lipton County Centers.

Graduation Candidates

Students expecting to complete course requirements at the end of 2002

Honors Program

The Honors Program provides exceptional educational opportunities for highly moti-
vated and well -prepared students. The program works individually with students in

planning their educational experiences at Dyersburg State Community College.
Students may earn Honors distinction by meeting these requirements: completion of
a minimum of 12 hours of Honors course work; participation in the Honors Seminar;
and participation in at least 2-3 special college educational/cultural events a year. To

become a member of the Honors program, an incoming freshman must have a mini-
mum ACT composite of 26 and a 3.5 high school grade point average (CPA). An
existing student must have a minimum CPA of 3.5. To remain in the program, a stu-
dent must maintain a minimum CPA of 3.5. An appropriate Honors distinction is indi-
cated on the student's transcript and is recognized at graduation.

Possession of Weapons

T.C.A. 39-17-1309 prohibits the possession of weapons, including firearms, on any
property owned, used or operated by Dyersburg State Community College.
Furthermore, State Law prescribes a maximum penalty of six (6) years imprisonment
and a fine not to exceed three thousand dollars ($3000) for carrying weapons on
school property.

Refund Policy

Refund procedures for maintenance fees and out-of-state tuition fees are outlined
below. (All other fees are non-refundable).

Change of student's status which requires refund:

A.Change in a full-time student's schedule which results in reclassification to part-
time student status.

B.Change in a part-time student's schedule which results in a class load of fewer
hours during a refund period.

Oilier situations which require a refund:

A.Withdrawing from the institution within the refund period,

B.Cancellation of a class by the institution,

C.Death of the student.

Refund Procedures

Refunds will be calculated for up to 60% of the term for first-time students at DSCC

who withdraw from school and are receiving Title IV aid. Refunds for all other stu-

dents will be calculated as follows:

A.Refunds are allowed for the first 25% of the term. Beginning with the first official
day of classes and extending through the first 14 calendar days of classes, there is a

75% refund. For the remaining days of this refund period, there is a 25% refund. No
